Parent Tips:

1. Before your child begins printing, check to see how your child holds
his/her pencil. The pencil should be gripped with the thumb and index
finger. and supported by the middle finger.

2. On each letter page. encournge your child to form letters using the
guidelines provided on the printing lines. The pencil should always start
at the fop of the letter and move in a downward motion. Try having your
child print the letter “in the air” before printing on the paper.

3. Have your child repeat the letter nome after you. Make the sound of
the letter and then have the child repeat after you. Broinstorm with
wour child to think of words that begin with that letter sound. Look at
the picture in the left hand corner, then have your child repeat the
name of the picture, putting an emphasis on the first sound.

4. When completing the activity at the bottom of each page, have the
child point to the pictures, saying the name of eoch picture. Keep
referring back to the picture in the right hand corner. For example,
when working on the Mm page, ask your child "Does m-m-map begin with
the same sound as m-m-mouse?”, "Does h-h-house begin with the same
sound os m-m-mouse?" Encourage your child to be listening for the
beginning sound of each word.
